His father
disowned him. But over the years he drew
to himself a substantial following of men
and women and died revered and beloved
in 1225. Three years later he was
canonized as Saint Francis of Assisi by
Pope Gregory IX.This lovely retelling of
one of the lesser known of the Saint
Francis lessons centers on the legend of the
great wolf of Gubbio, a ferocious canine
who terrorized the town and was slowly
reducing it to penury and starvation.
